Additionally, proof of re-enrollment for the next
semester must be submitted to the Extension Office (a copy of the student’s statement of
class schedule is the most common form used). Scholarship must be claimed by April 15
of the following year.

. Selection of the awards shall be made by the Porter County 4-H Beef Committee.
Representatives of the Don & Carol Bloom Family and the 4-H Youth Development
Extension Educator will assist in the selection of Lisa Bloom Memorial Beef Scholarship
recipients. Parents of applicants will not serve on the selection committee.

. Application is due in the Extension Office along with the Beef Fair Entry (Stall) Form by
June 27%™. Scholarship will be presented at the 4-H Beef Show at the Porter County Fair.
